Repert en Brave Kids Festival

In the summer of 2012, three LPS students, Leo Lau,
Kenny Law and Flora Chan, travelled to Poland and France to
represent Hong Kong at the Brave Kids Festival 2012. The
festival is an international event aimed at promoting
understanding and friendship between young people in
different countries and was attended by representatives from
fourteen regions around the world.

It took the students 18 hours to fly from Hong Kong to their first destination - Poland.
There they spent two weeks receiving theatrical training to prepare for a performance at the
headquarters of UNESCO in Paris. During the training, they made many new friends, not just
from Poland but also from other countries such as Norway and Israel. Although they and their
new friends spoke different languages, the language barrier did not stop them from conducting
a 'cultural exchange' in which they offered each other something interesting to share about
their own culture. Their new friends from Norway were a host of energetic girls who taught
them how to walk on stilts. The Israeli representatives presented them with a musical
instrument called the Ukulele. They were amazed to see it because they had never come
across a musical instrument so small yet so melodic.
Interestingly, Leo Lau immediately thought up an
unconventional idea of capitalizing on the musical
talents of the Israeli participants and his own. As part
of their performance, he teamed up with them to play
an ingenious duo using the Ukulele and the Erhu, a
Chinese version of the violin. While in Poland, the
LPS students also visited a number of art galleries,
which, unlike those in Hong Kong, allowed them to
touch the artworks with their hands!

From Poland, they made an 18-hour bus journey
to Paris for the last three days of their trip. Although
the main aim of their visit to the French capital was to
perform at the headquarters of UNESCO, they also
got to see some famous French landmarks such as
the Triumphal Arch and the Eiffel Tower. Th
wrapped up their trip by participating in the Bra%
Kids Seminar at UNESCO.

All in all, the three LPS students ‘agreed that their
participation in the Brave Kids' Festival was a horizon-
broadening and transformative experience for them. It not
only opened their eyes to the interesting cultures of
different countries through interaction with other
participants but, above all, transformed them into
confident individuals who can bravely confront whatever
comes up in their life.
